Board Meeting

January 27, 2011

Moved by J. McMullen that the minutes form the previous meeting be adopted. Seconded by D. Soeterik. Carried.

Business arising from the minutes:

2355/2379 Lakeshore Road West - Moldenhauer development
L. McGinn reported that in her last communication with the Town this development proposal was still at the OMB but had been adjourned. The property may be under power of sale.

Lakeshore Road West Improvements
Improvements virtually complete with traffic lights at Chalmers in place but not activated.

Bluwater Development
L. McGinn reported that the Town confirmed that if a restaurant or spa open to the public is included in the development, the  Zoning variances would have to go through public hearings again. The first 2 year period for commencing the project lapsed in December 2010 but a two year extension had been granted. J. McMullen advised that site plan and building permits have not been issued yet and that during the open house, the developer indicated that many units had been marked sold. 

Action: J. McMullen said he would check the progress of sales.
Burloak Employment Lands
There is a settlement of the dispute at the OMB on the Town website. J. McMullen advised that this is probably the best solution available with higher office and lower retail spaces than proposed by the builder and an anchor food store. Most adjacent residents seem content with landscaping proposals. There will be 200 to 245 jobs created. The Harvest Bible Chapel will occupy the top portion of the ‘teardrop’ space.

Action: L. McGinn asked that our efforts at the Town to represent residents be included on our website.
PetroCan Trail
We will wait until spring to assess drainage.

J. McMullen represented the BVRA at this meeting of area churches social agencies that is addressing issues of relevance to Bronte. The consensus is that food banks will be the first project.

Association of Oakville Harbour Stakeholders (AOHS)
J. McMullen reported that he is the Secretary of this organization comprised of boating clubs, BIA’s and local residents which is involved with the development of a Strategic Plan for the Oakville harbours. There was some discussion of whether J. McMullen could serve on both Boards and it was agreed that at present there was no conflict.  The importance of the Harbour to our community was affirmed. D. Walden reported that he had seen some development of the former Butterfly Park area and wondered if this was part of the Harbour plans. J. McMullen reported that the 2011 Town Budget includes only a sediment management study and a feasibility and capacity study.

Action: J. McMullen will report on AOHS and D Walden will look into the park development.
3069 Lakeshore Road West - Good Neighbour Garage
J Leard reported that the CoA had approved the minor variances and that January 31st was the deadline for appeals to the OMB.

Committee of Adjustment Procedures
L. Quast reported that a former member of the committee felt that a complete overhaul was needed and that new members were to be appointed this month. L. Quast had submitted her application to be on the Board, but it may have been too late. L. McGinn suggested that the process needed clarification in order to keep CoA approvals before other required approvals i.e. the Heritage Committee. J Leard reminded the Board that we had voted against involvement in ‘minor’ variance applications, but that these issues are frequent and can be very important to residents.

J. Leard submitted a draft which was copied by L. McGinn and given to Board members.

Website 
D. Walden reported that the expenditures to secure our website had been made. The website hosting has been transferred from a company called Servicad to Go-Daddy. Servicad had been charging us $28.24 per month for web hosting and $75 per hour for updates. We have signed a 2 year contract for this web hosting service. The contract for our domain name (www.brontevillageresidents.com) has also been extended with Go-Daddy for 5 years. These changes allow Dale to change our website at any time with out requiring the website host to activate the changes. The cost of these changes was $227.45.
There is now a link to the Bronte Historical Society and in future the number of hits and site visits will be counted.

L. McGinn advised that H. Howard had resigned form the Vice President position for personal reasons. L McGinn asked if she should invite Linda Oliver to participate in the Board training session as an observer.  It was agreed that this would be good. D.
